Mr. & Mrs. Bot-
tomley were long time members of the First United Methodist Church, and their family and friends established this 
award in their memory. This year the award will be one $500.00 scholarship. The annual scholarship will be  given to 
one student and represents the current interest derived from an investment made in honor of the Bottomley Family. An-
yone wishing to make a contribution to increase the amount of the award may do so prior to May 1, 2022.  Contributions 
to increase the invested principal may be made to the Memorial Committee at any time.  
For additional information about the Bottomley Scholarship, please contact the Memorial Committee.  
To apply for the scholarship, one must meet the following criteria: 
    1)  Must be a person of high moral character who is an active member or constituent of First United Methodist   
         Church of Harrisburg, or the Sunday School, or the United Methodist Youth and who will be enrolled in  
         college during the 2022-2023 school year. 
     2) Must be in the upper half of the high school graduation class or, if enrolled in college, must hold an overall  
         grade point average of 2.5 (out of 4.0). A letter from oneõs former school is sufficient documentation of  
         academic eligibility. 
     3) Must submit a biographical sketch of 500 words or less outlining educational and career aspirations as well  
         as church, school and community activities. 
The winner will be determined by the selection committee which will make its decision based on the information provid-
ed by the applicant and by the committeeõs assessment of the individual as a person of high moral character who is indus-
trious, has a serious academic intent, and is involved in the church. High grades and financial need, while important con-
siderations, are not to be sole determining criteria. 
Recipients may be awarded the Bottomley Scholarship more than one time.  
Prior awardees must reapply annually and compete with others submitting applications.
